The difference
between the two modes deals with the throtile and directional inputs of the control sticks. Mode 2 fransmitters are used
im Morth and South America and have the throtile control on the left sfick and the directional controls on the right sfick.
Mode 1 fransmifters are used in Eurcpe and Ausiralia and have the inputs reversed with throtfle on the right and
directional control on the left. The illustrations below detail the stick inputs for both Mode 1 and Mode 2 transmitters.
